Legal Basis for Processing

Under the UK General Data Protection Regulation (UK GDPR), the lawful bases we rely on for pro-
cessing pupil information are:

A with consent of the data subject,

A where we are complying with a legal requirement,

A where processing is necessary to protect the vital interests of a data subject or another
person and

A where processing is necessary for the performance of a task carried out in the public

interest or in the exercise of official authority vested in the controller.

When the personal data consists of special category data we may rely on processing being in the
substantial public interest in addition to consent of the data subject and the vital interests of the data
subject or another.

When we process personal information for the purposes of complying with a legal requirement the
relevant |l egislation includes the Education Act 1
2004, Education and Skills Act 2008, Schools Standards and Framework Act 1998 and the Equality

Act 2010.

We also share pupilsé data with the Department f o
directly or via our local authority. This data sharing underpins school funding and educational
attainment policy and monitoring.

We are required to share information about our pupils with our local authority (LA) or the
Department for Education (DfE) under regulation 3 of The Education (Information About Individual
Pupils) (England) Regulations 2013.

At Springwood Federation, we are committed to ensuring the well-being and consistent attendance
of all our pupils. To support this, we may proactively contact other schools where siblings are
registered to confirm attendance. This collaborative approach helps us to identify and address any
attendance concerns promptly, ensuring that every child receives the education they are entitled to.

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Why we share pupil information

We do not share personal information with anyone without consent unless the law and our policies
allow us to do so. Attendance policy needs to be updated so this is covered.

The National Pupil Database (NPD)

The NPD is owned and managed by the Department for Education and contains information about
pupils in schools in England. It provides invaluable evidence on educational performance to inform
independent research, as well as studies commissioned by the Department. It is held in electronic
format for statistical purposes. This information is securely collected from a range of sources
including schools, local authorities and awarding bodies.

We are required by law, to provide information about our pupils to the DfE as part of statutory data
collections such as the school census and early vy
stored in the NPD. The law that allows this is the Education (Information About Individual Pupils)

(England) Regulations 2013.
