	Key Stage 1 recommendation: 
Samson’s Titanic Journey by Lauren Graham and Roisin Mathews 
The text provides good contextual knowledge linked to the Titanic story: Samson boards at Belfast and sails to Southampton; he visits the grand dining room and dances in third class. Discuss Samson's reasons for boarding the ship - looking for 'a better life' in America, as were many passengers. Compare this to modern Southampton and the journeys people can take. 
Use in conjunction with other Titanic books: Titanic My Story by Ellen White

Kensuke’s Kingdom by Michael Morpurgo 
Children can explore the journey travelled by Michael that begins in Southampton. Publish a guide of how Southampton was a gateway to the rest of the world.
	
	Ice Palace by Robert Swindells 
Describe a sled ride through the landscape in the text after exploring frozen lands in image and video. Use this language to describe the climate of La Plagne in the winter and the land uses. Discuss: is It possible for the children of La Plagne to be taken in winter? Imagine you are taken by Starjik - how do you escape, or how are you rescued? What in La Plagne could be used to save you?

	Under Earth, Under Water by Aleksandra Mizielinski and Daniel Mizielinski.
Children could create a page for the area they are studying: earthquakes, volcanoes etc. Use the layout and style to create similar pages for "Above Earth" - skyscrapers, aeroplanes, the space station etc. 
Use alongside shape poems, for example Volcano by Mary Green (in The Works 2 - chosen by Brian Moses and Pie Corbett). Children could create their own shape poetry based on features explored in the book and using word processing software.
