	Maths: 
It is vital that children at the end of Year 3 can recall the 2x, 3x, 4x, 5x, 10x tables fluently without using their fingers.

e.g. If you ask them 5x2, they should be able to answer 10 within 3-5 seconds.

Children in Year 3 must also be able to tell the time in 5-minute intervals (using an analogue and digital clock). This is something that lots of children find tricky, therefore would be beneficial to practise at home.
